Steps for Choosing Entrepreneurship
1. Decide whether entrepreneurship is right for you (motivation level, competence, and geographical area)

2. Check with your local vocational rehabilitation counselor to see what assistance they can give you: assistance with education, technology, readers. They may want shared responsibility for cost. Check with local Social Security office to minimize SSI/SSDI, Medicare/Medicaid benefits effect, and possible supports.

 3. Choose the type of business to start- think about your skills and if they could be used to start a business or whether to use an already established network business such as Mary Kay, Arbonne, Party Lite, Avon, Stanley, Raleigh, and other sales companies. Check to see what the upfront cost would be.

4. Consider your resources: family support, available money, education, network of potential customers, and online resources.

5. Check for grants and/or low interest loans available: Small Business Administration, state new business grants (especially for people with disabilities), community grants, nonprofit organization grants and loans, as well as loans from family members.

6. Check your state and local laws for starting a business: local city licenses required, zoning restrictions for home-based businesses, sales tax licenses, federal i.d. number requirements, and other licenses for particular types of businesses. If you will need employees, you also need to be aware of employment related laws, both federal and state.

7. Write a business plan. Helpful links are available on the Small Business Administration website. A business plan forces you to think about how you will market your business and set goals to move your business forward.
